5.2 Boundaries

Bruce’s comments

Original vision was home and family marae. Urupa and wahiwhenua very important part.   Wanted to share with everyone. Part for reforestation and part for marae.

1 third for marae and 2 thirds for reforestation – brought out in Geoff’s plan – approved through town planning

But didn’t work out. Lots of broken promises. Contemporary raupatu. Possibly against Treaty rights. Acting as marae. Rongoa. Often the highlight of the year for schools. Powhenua. 

Apology, apology withdrawn, reinstated apology (Regional or local council?)

Took away right to build on best land – best suited for sun. Robert Logan. Land zoned residential against wishes. 

Bruce has no boundary for land to allocate to building. 

Bruce wants to take to Waitangi Tribunal – Marion suggests proposing District Plan changes. 

Pete Russell – proposed Society and Tapu Te Ranga agree boundary as initial step forward with both/either District Plan, Waitangi Tribunal

Original plan was top side of track. 

Bruce proposed powhai with King 

Bruce serious about reforestation and wants to get set in stone.

Sons are developers and asked if resforestation zoning is set in concrete? Bruce affirmed.

Upper side of road – at corner into urupa

Bruce cannot agree line until residential zoning issue dealt with.

Rule to put Maori out of sight

Sally proposed line around area that Bruce wants to build on and protect that area until further decisions made.

Peter asked Bruce to demonstrate on map an ideal boundary between restoration and potential building sites. Bruce demonstrated on map – area above road as far as urupa.

Pine trees area – potential build site

All showed area on map.  

Building above 70 m contours needs resource consent

Alternative potential housing sites.  

Lower part of pine trees area below 70 m

Manawa Karioi Society keen to work with Bruce to proceed restoration and support Bruce in getting a fair deal for housing.
