I. Minutes of the 2006 AGM 

Copies of the Minutes were provided, had been attached to the e-mail Notice of the AGM, and offered to supporters given Notice by post. 

Pete moved they be accepted as a true and correct record, Seconded by Lorinda, Agreed.

2. Matters arising

Home of Compassion Reservoir Centenary - Pete has instigated structural checks on the Reservoir and investigated heritage status.  He is planning a special unveiling occasion and inviting a wide range of representatives of those involved in the building of the reservoir.  

Te Ture Reservation - Marion advised that for the moment no progress was being made on Te Ture Reservation Status for the Manawa Karioi land because of other more pressing issues.  Chris Livesey and Marion had researched what Te Ture Reservation status entailed, including talking with Maori Land Court officials.  Pete noted that any decision about reservation is up to Tapu Te Ranga Trust, and that the ball is largely in its court.

3. Correspondence

Pete has been attending to this.  In particular, he had put in Manawa Karioi’s  submission to the Wellington City Council on its Biodiversity Action Plan. 

4. Chairperson’s Report  

Pete spoke to his Report noting that the goats are having the anticipated  impact on the target weeds, and are in good health.  

Pete has been finding out what is involved in getting the reservoir registered as a heritage structure. Celia commented that WCC has a Heritage Advisor who may be able to help.  Pete noted that involving the Southern Bays Historical Society had increased Manawa Karioi’s community contacts and support. 

The picnic held with the Society on 9 July had been a great success.  Celia suggested a picnic each year and making it an event in the Island Bay Festival.  Sally and Ross offered to follow this idea up. The Festival will be on 16 February next year.

Ross noted that all the work planned for the year had been carried out and all track edges had been planted with the exception of one small clearing.

Pete commented on the difficulty attracting and keeping committed volunteers who understand the project. This issue needs further discussion. 

Marion thanked Pete for the tremendous job he had done over the past year.

Pete Moved that his report be adopted, this was Seconded by Sue, and Agreed.

5. Annual Financial Report

Lorinda presented the Accounts, noting that they had not been audited because she was having difficulty finding an auditor. 

Lorinda noted that the Lottery Grant had been fully expended and reported on, that there had been a surplus of income over expenditure of $463 and that ongoing expense items had been funded from fundraising.

A remittance from WCC had been received which would be included in next year’s report.

Lorinda Moved that the Report be adopted, this was seconded by Sally and Agreed.  

Lorinda presented a list of payments and invoices since the last meeting for approval for payment.  This was Seconded by Marion and Agreed.

6. Report on Working Bees

Ross has continued to run the Second Sunday Working Bees and although the turnout has sometimes been low, good work both in the Nursery and on the hills had been done. 

7. Registration of Manawa Karioi with the Charities Commission

Marion is attending to registration.  She confirmed that even existing charities had to re-register to retain income tax exemption.

8. Election of Officers

Prior to the election, everyone was invited to share what it was they particularly wanted to contribute to Manawa Karioi.  Sue noted the range of highly relevant skills those involved brought to the project.
